Terrain, vegetation, and climate 

Gambia is the smallest country on the African continent. It is a narrow enclave and a great surface of the country is taken up by the river with the same name, Gambia, which flows westward across a low plateau with elevations between 25-75 m above sea level.

In the east, narrow valleys are separated by broad low hills. The river Gambia meets the Atlantic ocean with impressive sand cliffs and miles of palm fringed beaches. 

In the west, lower and smaller sand hills with depressions that often form sand-filled plains.

The soils of the middle and upper river are more fertile than those of the lower, because of the salty Atlantic ocean.

The vegetation cover of the Gambia is savann on the uplands, varios kinds of inland swamp in low-lying areas, and mangrove swamp along the brackish lower Gambia river.

The narrow strips of riverine forest shelter birds, but the large fauna- leopard, chimpanzee, and two species of crocodile – are found in or beside the river itself or in the occasional dry savanna woodlands. Only about one sixth of the country is considered arble. It is generally poor in resources, but there are some reserves of zircon and kaolin.

The climate is subtropical with a marked hot and wet season (June to October) and a cooler dry season (November to April). Annual rainfall varies from 760 mm to 1400mm, and it only rais in summers. The annual temperatures range from 16(C to 43(C, with daily temperatures above 32(C from April to June. The rains begin in June and continue to October, they consede with the warmer weather. Inland, the cool season is shorter, and by the day high temperatures are encountered between March and June. Generally there is a considerable cooling off in the evening.

Economy

The Gambia has no important mineral or other natural resources and has a limited agricultural base. About 75% of the population depends on crops and livestock for its livelihood. Small-scale manufacturing activity features the processing of peanuts, fish, and hides. 

Agriculture accounts for more than ¼ of the GNP and employs more than ¾
