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The book takes place in many different places for instance in the largest city on Discworld “Ankh-Morpork” and in the ancient country Uberwald. Ankh-Morpork is as I said the largest city on Discworld and it’s nothing special with it besides the fact that the humans in the city aren’t alone. There are also trolls, dwarves, gargoyles, werewolves, vampires and zombies.

Uberwald is a very big and ancient country where the dwarves still live in caves and werewolves run through the forest. They haven’t got any big cities only small villages. 

The whole book take place in something that looks like our middle ages and the event in the book takes place in a few days not more than two weeks.

I don’t think the title “The Fifth Elephant” adjusts very well to the content of the book because the book has nothing to do with it further than that a few people mention it some times.

The main character in the book is Sam Vimes a chief of police and a duke of Ankh. He has been sent to Uberwald as an ambassador from Ankh-Morpork on an official commission to negotiate with the low king of the dwarves about the fat price but his unofficial commission is to solve the crime about the stolen scone. Some other characters are Deitrius, a troll who is in the watch and the dwarf Cherry who also is a member of the watch. Three other important persons are Constable Carrot, Gaspode and Angua. Constable Carrot is a very honest person. He was raised by dwarves but he is a human and he is 1.8 meter high and 1 meter across the shoulders. Gaspode is an ugly but extremely intelligent and talking dog. He is very egoistic and don’t care about other peoples or dogs. Angua is a werewolf and she is Carrots girlfriend. 

It was the first English book I reed so even if I have reed some other books from this author its hard to say if it was better or worse than the other. But 

I think it was a good book and rather easy to reed. It was funny and the author has put in some small jokes in the text.
