John Steinbeck (1902-1968)
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John  Steinbeck were borned 1902 in the Californian city Salinas. 

He had very early made up his mind that he was going to be a writer. 

He studied marine biology between  the years 1920 and 1926 but he did not take a degree. Beside his studies he also worked with many different things for example as a farmer. 

His first book came out 1929 and the name of the book was Cup of Gold (blod och guld). 

It was a historical adventure story, but it didn’t make much attention. 

His first success he had in 1935 with the book Tortilla flat (Riddarna kring Dannys bord). That story showed that Steinbeck was a good writer. 

Then his book Mice and men came, and after Mice and men 1938 his collection about people and animals“ The long valley” (den långa dalen) came. Then in 1939 he had his biggest success The grape of warth. It was a novel about poor farmers that after years of  hunger and pain heds for California. During the World war two 1942 John writes Moon is down. That story is about German occupy of another country, it became a very popular book.

Year 1945 he makes a follow-up on Tortilla flat that he names Cannery Row. 

After that he just continues to write about farmers and their life in Californias velleys.   

Then six years before his death, 1962 John Steinbeck received the nobel prize in literature. 

John made over fourty books, and the most famoused are The grapes of wrath.
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
